NEMA 12 compliant enclosures are intended for indoor use primarily to provide a degree of protection against
dust, falling dirt, and dripping, non-corrosive liquids.

1. Position the enclosure before installing the hardware.

2. Open the front and rear doors. Lift the latch and turn it ¥ of the way counter-clockwise. To open the
keyboard, rotate the two compression thumbscrews counter-clockwise % turn.

3. Keyboard Installation:
A. From the front of the enclosure, loosen the two hex-head bolts on the side shelf adjustment.
B. From the rear, loosen the two hex-head bolts on the side shelf adjustment.

C. To create clearance to remove the top cover plate of the roll-out keyboard drawer, gently raise the shelf
one end at a time.

D.Remove the eight Phillips-head screws on the top cover plate of the roll-out keyboard.

E. From inside the enclosure, remove the Phillips-head screws from the top cover plate of the roll-out
keyboard.

F. Lift the cover plate up and out of the enclosure.
G.Place the keyboard in the keyboard drawer. Make sure the drawer is fully extended.
H.Lay the keyboard cables through the rubber slot in the rear of the drawer and position the keyboard.

I. Replace the cover plate while the drawer is fully extended—finger-tighten all screws by hand before
tightening with a screwdriver. Close the roll-out keyboard and check cable clearances.

4. Monitor Installation:

A. Remove the hold-down brace by cutting the wire ties on the brace and unscrewing the nuts on top of all
threads. Lift off the brace.

B. Adjust the shelf height to fit the monitor screen to the window. Gently adjust each corner of the shelf to
the desired height. Check the monitor fit. Tighten the shelf adjusting bolts.

C. Before replacing the hold-down bracket, adjust the monitor position front to back and side to side.
This will ensure alignment with the window and closed door clearance. The bolts should be snug, not
tight.

5. Computer Installation:
A. Place the computer on the shelf. Adjust the shelf, if necessary, as described above.

B. Attach all the cables and then secure the computer with the hold-down bracket. The bolt should be
snug, not tight.

C. Plug in all power cables.

6. Plug all equipment into a surge protector. Check all clearances on the cables before securing all doors.

Install the computer on the bottom of the enclosure.
Monitor Installation:

A. Remove the hold-down brace by cutting the wire ties on the brace and unscrewing the nuts on the top
of all threads. Lift off the brace.

B. Adjust the shelf height to fit the monitor screen to the window. Loosen the four 7 bolts under the
shelf. Gently adjust each corner of the shelf to the desired height. Check the monitor fit. Tighten the
bolts.

C. Before replacing the hold-down bracket, adjust the monitor position front to back and side to side. This
will ensure alignment with the window and closed door clearance . Bolts should be snug, not tight.

. Remove the four %s hex-head bolts from the bottom rear hinged panel and attach all the computer cables

through the opening. Tighten the bolts.

. Plug all the equipment into the surge protector. Check all clearances on the cables before securing all the

doors.
